be friendly with someone

GET THROUGH

succeed (in exam, in contacting someone)

GET UP


rise from one’s bed

GIVE UP

stop (trying to do) something

GO OUT WITH

have a romantic relationship with someone

GO UP

rise (especially prices, the temperature)

HOLD UP

rob (especially a bank)

KNOCK OUT

hit someone so hard that they fall unconscious
